Regarding Autonomous Status

The Principal-and Vice Principal provided updates on the initiative of
SWAYAM online course. A meeting was held on July 12, 2024, to discuss
the progress of the SWAYAM Online Certificate Course. In this meeting,
Ms. Poornima Gokhale was appointed as the coordinator of the SWAYAM
course. Students were informed about the course during the admission and
orientation programs. A Google Form was created to collect the details of
enrolled students, resulting in 217 positive responses at the initial stage.
The Chairman of the Governing Body Council, Sri Jayachandra Hatwar,
also mentioned that the Administrative Director, Prof. Gopal M. Gokhale,

conducted an orientation session on the online courses for the students.

The Principal highlighted the progress of this regard. A committee was
established to pursue Autonomous Status for the college, followed by a
meeting on July 25, 2024, to discuss the initiative. Dr. Prashanth M.D.,
Physical Director, was unanimously appointed as the Nodal Officer for the
effort. The registration process is currently underway. The Administrative
Director, Prof. Gopal M. Gokhale, emphasized that the work should be
completed by December 2024.

Any other matters

The Chairman of the Governing Council advised the Principal to work
closely with the Director of Administration to ensure the smooth
functioning of all college activities. He emphasized that the first priority
should be to enhance the academic environment within the college,
recognizing it as a key factor in the institution's overall success.

Prof. Gopal M. Gokhale expressed concern about the current state of career
guidance provided to students. He suggested that the college should
implement ongoing training programs focused on essential skills, such as
preparation for Competitive Exams, Digital Marketing, Numerical

Aptitude, English Language Proficiency, and Online Examination

Techniques. He emphasized that these programs should not be one-time
events but rather a continuous and integral part of the college's academic

offerings, aimed at equipping students with the skills necessary to thrive in

today’s competitive job market.

Prof. T.S. Shreepoorna also contributed to the discussion by highlighting

the need for specialized support for postgraduate students. He proposed
organizing tutorial sessions conducted by experts in small groups. which

would provide P.GG. students with targeted guidance and personalized

attention. This approach, he would be particularly beneficial in helping

postgraduate students deepen their understanding of complex subjects and

prepare for advanced research or professional careers.

BCA (General). However, our Principal, Prof. P. Krishnamoorlhy,/,
suggested that if we do not get permission for BCA ( Artificial Inlelligenc@%
by the Government, it would not be possible to enroll more than 40
students for the BCA (General) in the academic year 2025-26. To resolve
this issue, we need to pay the affiliation fees for the second batch of BCA
(General) for the academic year 2025-26. Finally, after an elaborate
discussion, this issue was reviewed by the senior staff members and

Computer Science faculties.

In another matter, the proposal to introduce a Journalism course in the
Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) program was reviewed. However, after thorough
discussions, it was decided not to proceed with the Journalism course. The
primary reasons for this decision were the significant financial burden it
would impose on the institution and the declining enrollment in the B.A.
program. Given these challenges, it was determined that it would not be
feasible to offer the Journalism course at this time, especially considering

the declining interest in B.A. courses in general.

Renovation of Sharada Peeta | It was decided to renovate the Sharada Peeta Ranga Vedike, a prominent
Ranga Vedike venue for various cultural and community events. Importantly, this
renovation project was planned in such a way that it would not impose any
significant financial burden on the institution. The renovation will focus on
improving the existing infrastructure, ensuring that the space is more

comfortable, accessible, and suitable for hosting outdoor programs.

One of the key features of the renovation is that it will allow the venue to
be used for organizing programs without the need for an additional pandal

(temporary structure), which is commonly erected for outdoor events.
